Raise Every Voice is an evening of conversation and learning: accomplished swimmers from diverse
backgrounds will dive into a dialogue on equity in swimming and swim education. This event serves as a
platform for discussing inclusivity and how to foster communities where everyone can turn the tide.

Cullen Jones is an American former competition swimmer, four-time Olympic medalist and the
first African American swimmer to hold a world record. At the 2008 Olympic Games in Beijing,
Jones swam on the legendary world-record setting 4x100 freestyle relay team. In total Cullen
accounts for 13 U.S. medals (seven gold) at major international competitions.

Janelle Atkinson is a Jamaican former competitive swimmer who won three silver medals at the
1999 Pan American Games. At the 2000 Summer Olympics in Sydney, she became the first
Jamaican swimmer to finish in the top four of any swimming event at an Olympic Games.

Adriana Rebeca Marmolejo Vargas is a 3-time Olympic and national
record-holding swimmer from Mexico. She swam at the 2000, 2004 and 2008 Olympics, making
her the first Mexican woman to swim at 3 Olympic Games. She has held the Mexican Records in
the 50, 100 and 200 breaststrokes since 1998.

Vivian Weng, Yale Class of 2024, is captain of the Yale Women’s Swim team for the 2023-2024
season, and is a Two-time Scholastic All-America selection. She grew up in Shrewsbury, MA,
where she volunteered helping younger children with reading and math.
